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The BI-1663 form as well as the
deceased’s original valid ID must be
taken to the nearest office of the
Department of Home Affairs so that
a death certificate can be issued.
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The estate of a deceased must
be reported to the Master of
the High Court along with the
documents listed on the right.
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An executor refers to a person named
by the maker of the will to carry out
the instructions of the will.
